Use shielded audio cable with phono plugs for ail connec-
tions. Be sure you connect left and right channels correctly

(left to left and right to right} to maintain proper stereo sep-
aration. Stereo Receiver
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1. Connect the output jacks of each of your three audio
sources (such as a CD, stereo VCR, or stereo TV) to
your stereo audio selector’'s AUX 1, AUX 2, and AUX 3
input jacks. '

2. Connect your audio selector's output jacks to the

amplifier/receiver's input ]acks (AUX, CD/AUX, or TV/
AUX).
